Inhalation

Specific Hazards Arising from the Product

Closed containers may rupture violently when heated releasing contents.
In a fire, the following hazardous materials may be generated: toxic chemicals; irritating chemicals.

Special Protective Equipment and Precautions for Fire-fighters

Evacuate area. Approach fire from upwind to avoid hazardous vapours or gases. Knock down vapours or gases with
water fog or fine water spray.
Before entry, especially into confined areas, use an appropriate monitor to check for: toxic gases or vapours.
Dike and recover contaminated water for appropriate disposal.
If a fire occurs in the vicinity of the material, isolate materials not yet involved in the fire, and move containers from the
fire area if this can be done without risk. If not possible, cool fire-exposed material with flooding quantities of water to
absorb heat, keep containers cool and procted fire-exposed material. Cooling should continue until well after the fire is
out.
Fire-fighters may enter the area if positive pressure SCBA and full Bunker Gear is worn.

SECTION 5. FIRE-FIGHTING MEASURES

Personal Precautions, Protective Equipment, and Emergency Procedures

Emergency responders: evacuate the area immediately. Isolate the hazard area. Keep out unnecessary and
unprotected personnel. Do not touch damaged containers or spilled product unless wearing appropriate protective
equipment. Increase ventilation to area or move leaking container to a well-ventilated and secure area. Before entry,
especially into confined areas, check atmosphere with an appropriate monitor.

Methods and Materials for Containment and Cleaning Up

Stop or reduce leak if safe to do so. Large spills or leaks: contain and soak up spill with absorbent that does not react
with spilled product. Place used absorbent into suitable, covered, labelled containers for disposal. Contaminated
absorbent poses the same hazard as the spilled product. Follow similar procedure for small spills or leaks.
